Through practical exercises, participants will explore methods for
initiating dialogue, overcoming stereotypes, and creating safe
spaces for open discussions.

Objectives



The training will provide youth workers and volunteers with the
tools to run workshops in schools and community centers that
encourage intercultural dialogue. 

They will be equipped to handle sensitive issues and conflicts in
a way that fosters cooperation and mutual respect. 

Participants will also gain a understanding of the challenges
faced by minority groups and learn how to create inclusive,
supportive environments for young people from diverse
backgrounds.
